Lenten wreath 
Light one purple candle while saying the following:  We light the first Lenten 
candle to remind us that Jesus is wise. 
Light a second purple candle while saying the following:  We light a second Lenten 
candle to remind us that Jesus & the Prophets make us brave. 
Light a third purple candle while saying the following:  We light a third Lenten 
candle to remind us that Jesus gives us important jobs to do to make the world 
better.

Prayer Practice Rotations 

1. Prayer wall addition 
Materials Needed:  3 Coffee filters, Watercolor paints 
Remember the story of the women at the well by painting the colors you saw as the 
story was told.  
Use one coffee filter for Jesus’ colors.  
Use one coffee filter for the woman’s colors before she knew Jesus.  
Use one coffee filter for the woman’s colors after she knew Jesus.  
Tape all to the designated prayer wall in your house after they are dry. 

 
2. Sand drawings 

Materials needed:  Large pan or tray, sand
