In  2011  we  started  teaching  refugee  women  how 
 to  sew.  One  of  the  students  asked  if  she  could  sell  what  she  made  which  turned  the  project  in  a 
 different  direction.  To  date  we  have  taught  over  300  women  to  sew  for  themselves  and  for  sales.  We 
 have  given  each  women  a  sewing  machine  for  her  home.  100%  of  the  money  goes  to  the  woman 
 who made the item you purchase.
