UNITED CRESCENT HILL MINISTRIES (February): Our next mission of the month is United
Crescent Hill Ministries, which serves approximately 3,500 individuals in the Crescent Hill, Clifton, Clifton
Heights, and Butchertown neighborhoods with a range of programs that includes: emergency financial and
food assistance, youth programming, health prevention services, senior citizen activities, community
development and organizing, ecumenical activities, outreach, referral and advocacy. They need non-perishable
food items and hygiene products for their community pantry, including: canned chicken & tuna, tomato
sauce, peanut butter, macaroni & cheese, canned soup, hand/dish soap, shampoo, tooth paste & brushes,
laundry detergent, and toilet paper.
