Reflections

Dear Friends,

The words “spiritual” and
“spirituality” show up often in
religious contexts. Getting a firm
grasp on what they mean can be as
slippery as grabbing (gently, of
course) a goldfish out of the water.
Just what is this thing called
“spirituality”?

I have practiced various “spiritual
disciplines” throughout my adult

life — silence, solitude, different
approaches to prayer, prayerful
reading of Scripture, journaling. It is
only in recent years that [ have found
clarity on what “spirituality” means
for me. I believe that spirituality isn’t
a program I follow to try to find God
or gain special insight into the nature
and activity of God. Spirituality is
being present to the God of
astounding, abundant love and grace,
the God known in Jesus Christ.

The God known in Jesus Christ,
through the movement of the Holy
Spirit, is at work bringing healing,
hope, and fresh starts. But how are
we present to, and aware of, what
God is already up to in our lives and
the wider world? Those spiritual
disciplines have been, and continue
to be, helpful to me in my journey of
faith. But [ am most present to the
Lord, most fully in the moment,
when [ am engaged in the earthy,
physical aspects of life with others,
in the “ordinary, everyday human
bodily experiences,” as one
theologian describes it. Experiences
such as long bike rides, walking and
hiking, being overwhelmed by
powerful music, joining with others
in prayer and praise.

This church graciously grants a three
-month sabbatical to its pastors after
seven years of service or whenever
the timing is right. I will begin my
sabbatical on May 6th and return
August 6th. I’'m calling the
experience “Being Present: Renewal
for the Third Third of Life.” The
purpose is physical, emotional, and
spiritual renewal through intentional
self-care in the ways described
above. [ will be walking a section of
the ancient pilgrimage route called
the Camino de Santiago in northern
Spain, cycling several long trails in
Ohio, Indiana, and West Virginia,
hiking and exploring parts of
northern New Mexico, reading
selected books on the topic, finding
opportunities to participate in
worship with others, and taking up
some form of disciplined movement
such as yoga. Diana and I will
vacation together and I will enjoy
“being” at home and with friends and
family here and out of town.

Details about the sabbatical will
follow soon. I look forward to
returning refreshed and renewed for
the next stage of the journey with
you and sharing with you in various
ways what it means to be present to
the life-giving grace of God!
